How To Have A Successful Concert With  

Billy’s Brass Band !  Hopefully.

Background 

The members of Billy’s Brass Band are very happy to be teaming up with your group to provide a fun, enjoyable evening of music and to raise money for your needs too.  Most of our band members are either teachers or parents of music students and are very committed to this cause.  The band will work very hard to assure that they give your audience a very professional and entertaining show.

In the last nine years BBB has presented close to 800 shows and would like to pass on some of the little tricks that have worked for us and our parters in the past.

Price
We suggest that you charge no more than  $5.00 per person for our 1 ½  hour show.  This is a very good buy, and the lower price seems to encourage good attendance.  

Selling Tickets
Pre-sell as many tickets as you can through every possible outlet.  About 50% of your attendance will come from pre-sold tickets.  Don’t forget your local organizations such as retirement centers, community bands, Middle and Elementary schools, Elks, Lions, etc.  Make sure to print the time, date, location, and name of the beneficiary on the ticket.  Example: “All proceeds go to the Skyview High School Music Department.”

Advertising Ideas

· Buy a small ad, $125.00, in the local paper, then give them a press release (enclosed).  One about 6 weeks out and again  one  week prior.  Do the same for the Oregonian Neighborhood section, radio and TV stations.

· All TV Channels have a community Bulletin Board.  Channel 2 will let you promote the concert if you take 20 people to the AM Northwest Show, with prior arrangements. 

· Community Cable Access Bulletin Boards

· Company newsletters. (Band Parents)

· Print 8 ½” x 11” flyers from the enclosed template and distribute as many as possible. Make sure that there is a contact phone number for questions and ticket sales.  

· For nearby businesses with reader boards see if they will post the concert information.

Billy’s Brass Band Expectations

· We trust that you will make a sincere and genuine effort to sell as many tickets as possible and to promote the concert  through all of the venues possible. 
Remember that our band members are donating their time for you and we hope that you will reward them with a good audience.  We expect of minimum audience of 200 attendees, which will raise $1000.00 for your cause.

· Please provide a large dressing area for BBB, to be available by 5 30PM on the concert date.

· Please provide an area near the load-in door of the auditorium for our bus.

· We would like to set up our sound and light system starting at 5 30PM on the day of the concert.

· Please honor BBB family member passes for complimentary admission.
